1.  Rules

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the 2005-2008 Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS).  This is a Category C Advertising event as defined in ISAF Regulation 20.  However, participants are urged to refrain from displaying advertisements for businesses or products competing with those of the primary and support sponsors of the event.

1.2  The maximum crew weight for this event will be 1260 pounds.  If a crew change is required due to injury or other circumstance, the total crew weight shall not deviate more than 75 lbs. of the original weight, not to exceed 1260 pounds.  Any deviation from this rule requires 100% consent of the competitors. 
1.3  Engines must remain in the factory-provided engine space.  The class minimum weight to be carried in the engine space is 100lbs.  This weight can be made up of the engine, engine collar, fuel tank, fuel, etc.

2. Eligibility

2.1. The regatta is open to all Hobie 33 class-legal sailboats. This is a Hobie 33 - One Design regatta.

2.2  All entrants must provide proof of liability insurance.

3. Entries

3.1 Eligible boats may enter by completing the attached form and sending it, together with the required fee and proof of insurance, to Christian Schaumloffel, 1769 Greensward Quay, Virginia Beach, VA 23454-1133, postmarked no later than June 7, 2007.

3.2 Late entries will be accepted through June 18th, 2007 with the payment of the additional fee.
4. Fees


4.1 Required fees are as follows:

Entry fee of $135 if received or postmarked by June 7, 2007.


Entry fee of $170 if received after June 7 but before June 18, 2007.


Note:  Entry fee includes 2007 membership in the Hobie 33 North American Class Association.

5. Schedule


5.1 Registration

Each boat owner or his representative must report to the Hampton Yacht Club between 1700 hours and 1930 hours on Thursday, June 21st to complete registration details, including obtaining the Sailing Instructions and crew weigh-in. 
5.2 Skippers meeting

Hampton YC  Thursday June 21, at 1900 hrs.

5.3  Sail measurement

All mainsails and spinnakers must be measured for conformance to class rules 14C, D, F and 17C.  Measurement will occur from 1700 till the Skippers’ Meeting on Thursday, June 21. 

5.4 Days of racing

Friday, June 22; Saturday; Sunday, June 24

5.5 Number of races:

As many as weather and R/C will let us have.  Last race Sun start before 1300 hours.

5.6 The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first race day is 1100 hrs.

6. Venue

6.1  Hampton Yacht Club is located at 4707 Victoria Blvd, Hampton, VA 23669.

6.2  The primary racing area will be in the Chesapeake Bay, Northeast of the Thimble Shoals Lighthouse (approximately 37° 00.87’ N, 76° 14.40’ W).  

6.3  An alternate racing area will be in the Hampton Bay, with a start line within one nautical mile of the Hampton Flats buoy R N “20” (approximately 36° 58.13’ N, 76° 22.03’ W).  If this venue is to be used, a notice will be posted on the official bulletin board no later than 0900 on race day.

7.  Scoring

7.1 The Low-Point Scoring System of RRS Appendix A will apply. 

7.2  Three races are required to be completed to constitute a regatta.

7.3  (a)  When fewer than seven races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores.

(b)  When seven or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

8. Launching

A launch ramp is available nearby.  High water is expected at 1500 hrs on June 21 and 1730 hrs on June 24.  Boats requiring a hoist capability other than single point must contact Christian Schaumloffel by June 11, 2007. 

Trailers will be stored on or near HYC premises.

9. Berthing

Boats may be moored at the Hampton YC free of charge, but must be registered.  Berthing registration can be performed at the time of regatta registration.

10.  Haul-out restrictions

Once launched, boats shall not be hauled out for the duration of the regatta without written permission from the Organizing Authority.

11.  Prizes


11.1  Trophies will be awarded to the top one-third (approximately) of boats entered.
11.2  Daily trophies will be awarded at Hampton Yacht Club as soon as practical after the R/C docks on Friday and Saturday.

11.3  Series trophies will be awarded at Hampton Yacht Club as soon as practical after the R/C and last boats dock on Sunday, June 24.

12. Photographers and TV Rights

Competitors give absolute right and permission for any photographs or video footage taken of themselves or their competing boat to be published in any media whatsoever; for either editorial or advertising purposes, or to be used in press information.
